Vasaloppet walk 90km over 10 days, (The kilometres per day may vary depending on the location of the 

over night cabin),  

This walk is the Famous Vasaloppet.  

Vasaloppet started in 1922, but really it is much older than that. The first Vasalopp was carried out as early 

as 1521 by Gustav Eriksson. During his flight from the Danish king he stopped in Sälen and returned to 

Mora to lead the uprising against the occupation forces. Gustav Eriksson eventually united the realm and 

became Sweden’s first king, better known under the name Gustav Vasa. In other words, Sälen is not only 

the starting point for the world’s largest exercise race; it is also the starting point for the history of our 

whole country.

Here you will experience the peace and 

tranquillity of the forest, the extremes of cold and deep snow, and the comfort of warm cabins and open 

fires. Although the village has very few inhabitants you can see examples of Swedish life and sport on the 

various trips such as dog sledging, skiing, curling and the meal at the restaurant in Mora. Many of the 

meals at the village are based on traditional Swedish foods. 

Another experience will be night sky (on a clear night you will see more stars than you can imagine) and 

also the long hours of darkness in midwinter. For this reason the activity program is designed to make best 

use of the short daylight hours and also enjoyment of the dark periods.  So the activities listed below will 

sometimes entail an earlier start (especially where travelling is required) in order to enjoy them in daylight. 

Often the main activity will finish early in the afternoon (perhaps 3pm) because then it begins to get dark.

Sometimes an early night (to bed) will be recommended if there is an early start next day – although we 

understand this can be hard if you are enjoying the social company!
